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Transforming our world: the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development

Preamble

This Agenda is a plan of action for people, planet and prozperity. It also seeks to
strengthen universal peace in larger freedom. We recognize that eradicating paverty in all its
forms and dimensions, including extreme poverty, is the greatest global challenge and an

indispensable requirement for sustainable development.

All countries and all stakeholders, acting in collaborative partnership, will implement
this plan. We are resolved to free the human race from the tyranny of poverty and want and
to heal and secure our planet. We are determined to take the bold and transformative steps
which are urgently needed ta shift the world an to a sustainable and resilient path. As we

embark on this collective journey, we pledge that no one will be left behind.

The 17 Sustainable Development Goals and 169 targets which we are announcing today
demonstrate the scale and ambition of this new universal Agenda. They seek to build an the
Millennium Develnpment Goals and complete what they did not achieve. They seek ta realize
the human rights of all and to achieve gender equality and the empowerment of all women

and girls. They are integrated and indivisible and halance the three dimensinons of sustainable

development: the economic. social and environmental.

Thr: Geals and targets will stimulate action over the next 15 years in arcas of critical

importance for humanity and the planet.

People

We are determined to end poverty and hunger, in all their forms and dimensions, and
Lo ensure Lhal all human beings can Tullil Lheir polential in dignily and equalily and in a heallhy

cnvirchment.

Planet

We are determined to protect the planct from degradation, including through
suslainable censumplion and produclion, suslainably managing ils nalural resources and
taking urgent action on climate change, so that it can support the needs of the present and

fulure generalions.
Prosperity

We are determined to ensure that all human beings can enjoy prosperous and fulfilling

lives and that econamic, social and technalogical progress eccurs in harmaony with nature.

Peace
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We are delermined Lo losler peacelul, just and inclusive socielies which are [ree [rom
fear and violence. There can be no sustainable development without peace and no peace

wilhoul suslainable developmenl.
Partnership

We are delermined Lo mobilize Lthe means requived Lo implemenl Lhis Agenda Lhrough
a reovitalized Global Partnership for Sustainable Development, based on a spirit of
strengthened global solidarity, focused in particular on the needs of the poorest and most

vulnerable and with the participation of all countries, all stakeholders and all people,

The interlinkages and integrated nature of the Sustainable Development Goals are of
crucial impartance in ensuring that the purpose of the new Agenda is realized. If we realize
our ambitions across the full extent of the Agenda, the lives of all will be profoundly improved

and our world will he transformed for the better.

Declaration

Introduction

1. Woe, the Heads of State and Government and High Represcntatives, meceting at United
Nalions Headquarlers in New York lrom 25 Lo 27 Seplember 2015 as Lhe Organiczalion
cclebrates its scventiceth anniversary, have decided today on new global Sustainable
Developmenl Goals.

2. On bchalf of the peoples we sorve, we have adopted a historic decision on a
comprehensive, lar-reaching and pecple-cenlred sel of universal and Lransformalive Goals
and targets. We commit ourselves to waorking tirelessly for the full implementation of this
Agenda by 2030, We recoghize Lhal eradicaling poverly in all ils Torms and dimensions,
including extreme poverty, is the greatest global challenge and an indispensable requirement
for suslainable developmenl, We are commilled Lo achieving suslainable developmentin ils
three dimensions — economic, social and environmental — in a balanced and integroted
manner. We will also build upon Lhe achievemenls of Lhe Millennium Developmenl Goals and
seek to address their unfinished business.

3. We resclve, hetween now and 2030, to end poverty and bunger everywhere; to combat
inegualities within and among countries: to build peaceful, just and inclusive societies; to
protect human rights and promote gender equality and the empowerment of women and
girls; and to ensure the lasting protection of the planet and its natural resources. We resolve
also to create conditions tor sustainable, inclusive and sustained economic growth, shared
prosperity and decent work for all, taking into account different levels of national
development and capacities.

4. As we embark on this great collective journey, we pledge that no one will be left behind.
Recognizing that the dignity of the human person is fundamental, we wish to see the Goals



and targets met for all nations and peoples and for all segments of society. And we will

endeavour to reach the furthest behind first.

5. Thisis an Agenda of unprecedented scope and significance. It is accepted by all cauntries
and is applicable to all, taking into account different national realities, capacities and levels of
develnpment and respecting natinnal policies and priorities. These are universal goals and
targets which involve the entire world, developed and developing countries alike. |hey are
integrated and indivisible and balance the three dimensions of sustainable develepment.

6. I he Goals and targets are the result of over two years of intensive public consultation
and engagement with civil socicty and other stakeholders around the world, which paid
particular attention to the voices of the poorest and most vulnerable. |his consultation
included valuable wark done by the Open Working Group of the General Assembly en
Sustainable Development Goals and by the United Nations, whose Secretary-General
provided a synthesis report in Docember 2014,

Our vision

7. In Lhese Goals and largels, we are selling oul a supremely ambilious and
transformational vision. We envisage a warld free of poverty, hunger, disease and want,
where all life can Lhrive, We envisage a warld lree ol Tear and vialence, A world with universal
literacy. A world with equitable and univerzal access to guality education at all levels, to health
care and sacial protection, where physical, mental and social well-heing are assured. A world
where we reaffirm our commitments regarding the human right to safe drinking water and
sanitation and where there is improved hygiene; and where food is sufficient, safe, afferdakle
and nutritious. A world where human habitats are safe, resilient and sustainable and where
there is universal access to affordable, reliable and sustainable energy,

B. We envisage a world of universal respect for human rights and human dignity, the rule
of law, justice, equality and non-discrimination; of respect for race, ethnicity and cultural
diversity; and of equal opportunity permitting the full realization of human potential and
contributing to shared presperity. A world which invests in its children and in which every
child grows up free from violence and exploitation. A world in which every woman and girl
enjoys full gender equality and all legal, social and ecenemic barriers to their empowerment
have been removed. A just, equitable, talerant, open and socially inclusive world in which the
needs ot the most vulnerable are met,

9. We envisage a warld in which every country enjoys sustained, inclusive and sustainabkle
ecanomi¢ growth and decent work for all. A warld in which consumption and production
patterns and use of all natural resources — from air to land, from rivers, lakes and aquifers to
oceans and seas — are sustainable, One in which demaocracy, geed governance and the rule
of law, as well as an enabling cnvironment at the natienal and international levels, are
essential for sustainable develupment, including sustained and inclusive economic growth,
social development, environmental protection and the cradication of poverty and hunger.
One in which development and the application of technology are climate-zensitive, respect
biodiversity and are resilient. One in which humanity lives in harmony with nature and in

which wildlife and other living species are protected.
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Our shared principles and commitments

10. The new Agenda is guided by the purposes and principles of the Charter of the United
Nalions, including full respecl Tor inlernalional law. ILis grounded in Lhe Universal Declaralion
of Human Rights, international human rights treatics, the Millennium Declaration and the
2005 World Summil Qulcome. IUis infarmed by olher instrurments such as Lhe Declaralion on
the Right to Development.

11. We reaffirm the outcomes of all major United Nations conferences and summits which
have laid a sclid foundation for sustainable development and have helped to shape the new
Agenda. These include the Rio Declaration on Environment and Development, the World
Summit on Sustainable Developrnent, the Warld Summit for Social Development, the
Programme of Action of the International Canference on Population and Development, the
Reijing Platform for Action and the United Nations Conference on Sustainable Development.
Ve also reaffirm the follow-up to these conferences, including the outcomes of the Fourth
United Nations Canference on the Least Developed Countries, the third International
Conference on Small Island Developing States, the second United Nations Conference on
Landlacked Developing Countries and the Third United Nations World Canference an Disaster
Risk Reduction.

12, Wae reaffirm all the principles of the Rig Declaration on Environment and Development,
including, inter alia, the principle of common but differentiated responsibilities. as set out in
principle 7 thereof.

13. The challenges and commitments identified at these major conferences and summits
are interrelated and call for integrated solutions. To address them effectively, a new approach
is needed. Sustainable development recognizes that eradicating poverty in all its forms and
dimensions, cambating inequality within and among countries, preserving the planet, creating
sustained, inclusive and sustainable economic growth and fostering social inclusion are linked

to each nther and are interdependent.
Our world today

14. We are meeling al a Lime of immense challenges Lo suslainable developmenl. Billions
of our citizens continue to live in poverty and arc denied a life of dignity. There are rising
inequalities wilthin and among counlries. There are enormous disparilies of opporlunily,
wealth and power. Gender inequality remains a key challenge. Unemployment, particularly
yvoulh unemployment, is a major concern. Global heallh Lhreals, more lrequenl and inlense
natural disasters, spiralling conflict, violent extremism, terrarism and related humanitarian
crises and lorced displacement of people Lhrealen Lo reverse much ol Lthe development
progress made in recent decades. Natural resource depletion and adverse impacts of
envirenmenlal degradalion, including deserlificalion, droughl, land degradalion, reshwaler
scarcity and loss of biodiversity, add to and exacerbate the list of challenges which humanity
[aces, Climale change is one of Lhe grealesl challenges of our Lime and ils adverse impacls
undermine the ability of all countries to achicvi sustainable development. Increasces in global

Lemperalure, sealevelrise, ccean acidilicalion and olher climale change impacls are seriously



allecling coaslal areas and low-lying coaslal counlries, including many leasl developed
countrics and small island developing States. The survival of many societics, and of the

hiclogical supporl systems ol Lhe planel, is al risk.

15. Itis also, however, a time of imrense opportunity. Significant progress has been madce
in meeling many developmenl challenges, Wilhin Lhe pasl generalion, hundreds of millions
of poople have cmerged from extreme poverty. Access to education has greatly increased for
kolh hoys and girls. The spread of informalion and cormmunicalions lechnology and global
interconncctedness has great potential to accelerate human progress, to bridge the digital
divide and Lo develop knowledge sacielies, as does scienlific and Lechnological innovalion

across areas as diverse as medicine and cnergy.

16.  Almosl 15 years ago, the Millenniura Developmenl Goals were agreed, These provided
an important framework for development and significant progress has been made in a
number ¢l areas. Bul the progress has been uneven, parlicularly in Alrica, leasl developed
countrics, landlocked developing countries and small island developing States, and some of
Lhe Millennium Developmenl Goals remain ofl-1rack, in parlicular Lthese relaled Lo malernal,
newborn and child health and to reproductive health. We recammit ourselves to the full
realization of all the Millennium Development Goals, including the off-track Millennium
Development Goals, in particular by praviding focused and scaled-up assistance to least
developed countries and other countries in special situations, in line with relevant support
pragrammes. The new Agenda builds an the Millennium Development Goals and seeks to

complete what they did not achieve, particularly in reaching the most vulnerable.

17. In its scope, however, the framework we are announcing today goes far beyond the
Millennium Development Goals. Alongside continuing development priorities such as poverty
eradication, health, education and food security and nutritian, it sets out a wide range of
economic, social and environmental objectives. It also promises more peaceful and inclusive
societies. It alsn, crucially, defines means of implementation. Reflecting the integrated
approach that we have decided on, there are deep interconnections and many cross-cutting

elements across the new Goals and targets.

The new Agenda

18. We are annnuncing today 17 Sustainahle Development Goals with 169 associated
targets which are integrated and indivisible. Never before have world leaders pledged
common action and endeavour acrnss such a broad and universal policy agenda. We are
setting out together on the path towards sustainable development, devoting ourselves
colleetively to the pursuit of glohal development and of “win-win” conperation which can
bring huge gains to all countries and all parts of the world., We reaffirm that every State has,
and shall [reely exercise, [ull permanenl sovereignly over all ils weallh, nalural rescurces and
cconomic activity. We will implement the Agenda for the full bencfit of all, for today’s
generalion and lor Tulure g2eneralions. In doing so0, we reallirm our commilmenl o
international law and emphasize that the Agenda is to be implemanted in a manner that is

consislenl wilh Lhe righls and obligalions ol Stales under inlernalional law.
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19, We reafllirm Lhe imporlance ol Lthe Universal Declaralion of Human Righls, as vell as
other intcrnational instruments relating to human rights and international law. We cmphasize
Llhe responsihbilities ol all Slales, in conformily wilh Lhe Charler of the Uniled Nalions, Lo
roespect, protect and promote human rights and fundamental freedoms for all, without
distinclion ol any kind as lo race, colour, sex, language, religion, polilical or olher opinion,
national or social origin, property, birth, disability or other status.

20. Realizing gender equalily and Lhe empowermenl of women and girls will make a crucial
contribution to progress acrass all the Goals and targets. The achicvement of full human
polenlial and of suslainable developmenlis nol possible iT one hall of humanily conlinues 1o
be denied its full human rights and opportunitics. Women and girls must enjoy equal access
Lo qualily educalion, ecenemic resources and polilical parlicipation as well as equal
opportunitics with men and boys for employment, leadership and decision-making ot all
levels, We will work Tor a signilicanl increase in inveslmenls Lo close Lhe gender gap and
strengthen support for institutions in relation to gender cquality and the empowerment of
wamen al Lhe global, regional and national levels. All Torms of discriminalion and violence
against women and girls will be eliminated, including through the engagement of men and
boys. The systematic mainstreaming of a gender perspective in the implementation of the
Agenda is ¢crucial.

21. The new Goals and targets will come into effect on 1 Janwary 2016 and will guide the
decisions we take over the next 15 years. All of us will work ta implement the Agenda within
our own countries and at the regional and global levels, taking into account different national
realities, capacities and levels of development and respecting national policies and priorities.
We will respect national policy space for sustained, inclusive and sustainable economic
growth, in particular for developing States, while remaining consistent with relevant
international rules and commitments. We acknowledge also the importance of the regional
and subregional dimensions, regional economic integration and interconnectivity in
sustainable development. Regional and subregional frameworks can facilitate the effective

translation of sustainable development policies into concrete action at the national level.

22. tach country faces specific challenges in its pursuit of sustainable development. The
maost vulnerable countries and, in particular, African countries, least developed countries,
landlocked developing countries and small isla nd developing States, deserve special attention,
as do countries in situatinons of conflict and post-conflict countries. There are also serious

challenges within many middle-income countries.

23, People who are vulnerable must be empowered. Those whose needs are reflected in
the Agenda include all children, youth, persons with disabilities (of whom more than 80 per
cent live in poverty), people living with 111IV/AIDS, older persens, indigenous peaples, refugens
and internally displaced persons and migrants. We resolve to take further effective measures
and actions, in conformity with international law, to remove obstacles and constraints,
strengthen support and meet the special needs of people living in areas affected by complex
humanitarian cmergencics and in areas affected by terrorism.

24, We are committed to ending poverty in all its forms and dimensions, including by

cradicating oxtreme poverty hy 2030, All people must enjoy a basic standard of living,



including Lhrough social proleclion syslems, We are also delermined Lo end hunger and Lo
achieve food sccurity as a matter of priority and to cnd all forms of malnutrition. Inthis regard,
we reallirm Lhe imporlanl role and inclusive nalure of Lhe Cormmillee on World Food Securily
and welcorne the Rome Declaration on Nutrition and the Framework for Action. We will
devole resources lo developing rural areas and suslainable agricullure and lisheries,
supporting smallholder farmers, cspecially wornen farmers, herders and fishers in developing

counlries, parlicularly leasl developed counlries.

25.  Weo commit to providing inclusive and equitable quality education at all levels — carly
childhood, primary, secondary, lerliary, lechnical and vocalional Llraining. Al people,
irrcspoctive of sex, age, race or cthnicity, and persons with disabilitics, migrants, indigenous
peoples. children and youlh, especially those in vulnerable siluations, should have access Lo
life-long learning opportunitics that help them to acquire the knowledge and skills needed to
exploil opporlunilies and Lo parlicipale fully in sociely. We will sLrive Lo provide children and
yvouth with a nurturing environment for the full realization of their rights and capabilitics,
helping our countries Lo reap Lhe demographic dividend, including through sale schools and
cohesive communities and families.

26. To promote physical and mental health and well-being, and tc extend life expectancy
for all, we must achieve universal health coverage and access to quality health care. No one
rmust be left behind. We commit to accelerating the progress made to date in reducing
newharn, child and maternal mortality by ending all such preventable deaths before 2030.
We are committed to ensuring universal access to sexval and reproductive health-care
services, including for family planning, information and educaticn. We will equally accelerate
the pace of progress made in fighting malaria, HIV/AIDS, tuberculosis, hepatitis, Ebola and
other communicable diseases and epidemics, including by addressing growing anti-microbial
resistance and the problem of unattended diseases affecting developing countries. We are
committed tn the preventian and treatment of non-communicable diseases, including
behavioural, developmental and neurclogical disarders, which constitute a major challenge

for sustainable development.

27. We will seek to build strong economic foundations for all our countries, Sustained,
inclusive and sustainable economic growth is essential for prosperity. This will only he possible
if wealth is shared and intome inequality is addressed. We will work to build dynamic,
sustainable, innovative and penple-centred economies, pramoting youth employment and
women’s economic empowerment, in particular, and decent work for all. We will eradicate
farced labour and human trafficking and end child labour in all its forms. All countries stand
to benefit from having a healthy and well-educated workforce with the knowledge and skills
necded far productive and fulfilling work and full participation in society. We will strengthen
the productive capacities of least developed countries in all sectors, including through
structural transformation. We will adapt policics which increase productive capacitics,
productivity and productive employment; financial inclusion; sustainable agriculture,
pastoralist and fisheries developrment; sustainable industrial development; universal access
to affordable, relisble, sustainable and modern energy services; sustainable transport

systems; and quality and resilicnt infrastructure.
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28, We commil lo making fundamenlal changes in Lthe way Lhal our socielies produce and
consurmne goods and services. Governments, international organizations, the business sector
and olher non-Slale aclors and individuals rmusl conlribule o changing unsuslainahle
consurnption and production patterns, including through the mobhilization, from all sources,
ol Tinancial and lechnical assislance Lo slrenglhen developing countlries’ scienlilic,
technological and innovative capacitics to move towards more sustainable patterns of
consumplion and produclion. We encourage Lhe implemenlalion of Lhe 10-Year Framewaork
of Programmes on Sustainable Consumption and Production Patterns. All countries taki
aclion, wilh developed countlries Laking Lhe lead, laking inlo accounl Lhe developmenl and

capabilitics of deoveloping countrics.

29, We recognice Lhe posilive conlribulion of migrants for inclusive growlh and suslainahle
developmaent. We also recognize that international migration is o multidimensional reality of
major relevance [or the developmentl ol countries of origin, transil and deslinalion, which
requiras coherent and comprehensive responses. We will cooperate internationally to ensure
sale, arderly and vegular migration involving full respecl far human rights and Lhe humane
treatment of migrants regardless of migration status, of refugees and of displaced persons.
Such cooperation should also strengthen the resilience of communities hosting refugees,
particularly in developing countries. We underline the right of migrants to return to their
country of citizenship, and recall that 5tates must ensure that their returning naticnals are
duly received.

30. States are strongly urged to refrain from promulgating and applying any unilateral
economic, financial or trade measures net in accordance with international law and the
Charter of the United Nations that impede the full achievement of economic and social
development, particularly in developing countries.

31. We acknowledge that the United Nations Framework Convention on Climate Change is
the primary international, intergovernmental forum for negotiating the global response to
climate change. We are determined to address decisively the threat posed by climate change
and envirnnmental degradation. The global nature of climate change calls for the widest
possible international cooperation aimed at accelerating the reduction of global greenhouse
gas emissions and addressing adaptation to the adverse impacts of climate change. We note
with grave concern the significant gap between the aggregate effect of parties’ mitigation
pledges in terms of global annual emissions of greenhouse gases hy 2020 and aggregate
emission pathways consistent with having a likely chance of holding the increase in global
average temperature below 2 degrees Celsius or 1.5 degrees Celsius above pro-industrial

levels,

32.  Looking ahead to the twenty-first session of the Conference of the Parties in Paris, we
underscore the commitment of all States to work for an ambitious and universal climate
agreement. We reaffirm that the pratocol, anather legal instrument or agreed autcome with
legal force under the Cunvention applicable to all parties shall address in a balanced manner,
inter alia, mitigation, adaptation, finance, technology development and transfer and capacity

building; and transparency of action and support.



33. Ve recognice Lhal sacial and economic developmenl depends on Lhe suslainable
managcment of our planct’s natural resources. We are therefore determined to conserve and
suslainably use oceans and seas, [reshwaler resources, as well as foresls, mounlains and
drylands and to protect hiodiversity, ecosystems and wildlife. We are also determined to
promole suslainable lourism, Lo Lackle waler scarcily and valer pollulion, Lo slrenglhen
coopcration on descrtification, dust storms, land degradation and drought and to promotce
resilience and disasler risk reduclion. In Lthis regard. we look larward Lo Lhe Lhirleenlh meeling
of the Conference of the Partics to the Convention on Biological Diversity to be held in Mexico.

34, We recognice Lhal suslainable urban developmenl and managernent are crucial Lo Lhe
quality of life of our people. We will work with local autharities and communitics to renew
and plan our cilies and human selllemenls so as Lo [osler communily cohesion and personal
security and to stimulate innovation and ermployment. We will reduce the negative impacts
ol urban aclivilies and of chemicals which are hacardous for human heallh and Lhe
cnvironment, including through the environmentally sound managemaent and safe wuse of
chemicals, Lthe reduclion and recycling ol wasle and Lhe mare ellicienl use ol waler and
energy. And we will work to minimize the impact of cities an the global climate system. We
will also take account of population trends and projections in cur national rural and urban
development strategies and paolicies. We look forward to the upcoming United Nations

Conference on Housing and Sustainable Urban Development to be held in Quito.

35.  Sustainable development cannot be realized without peace and security; and peace and
security will be at risk without sustainable development. The new Agenda recognizes the need
to build peaceful, just and inclusive societies that provide equal access to justice and that are
based on respect for human rights (including the right to development), on effective rule of
law and good governance at all levels and on transparent, effective and accountable
institutions. Factors which give rise to violence, insecurity and injustice, such as inequality,
carruption, ponar governance and illicit financial and arms flaws, are addressed in the Agenda.
We must redouble our efforts to resolve or prevent conflict and to support post-conflict
countries, including through ensuring that waomen have a role in peacebuilding and State-
building, We call for further effective measures and actions to be taken, in conformity with
internatinonal law, to remove the ohstacles to the full realization of the right of self-
determination of peoples living under colonial and foreign occupation, which continue to

adversely affect their economic and social development as well as their envirnnment.

36. We pledge to foster intercultural understanding, tolerance, mutual respect and an ethic
of global citizenship and sharcd responsihility. We acknowledge the natural and cultural
diversity of the world and recognize that all cultures and civilizations can contribute to, and
are crucial enablers of, sustainable development.

3/. Spourt is alsu an important enabler of sustainable develupment, We recognize the
growing contribution of sport ta the realization of development and peace in its promaotion of
tolerance and respect and the contributions it makes to the empowerment uf women and of
young people, individuals and earmmunitics as well as to health, education and sacial inclusian

objectives.
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38. We reallirm, in accordance wilh Lhe Charler of Lhe Uniled Nalions, Lhe need Lo respecl
the territorial integrity and political independence of States.

Means of Implementation

39. The scale and ambition of the new Agenda requires a revitalized Global Partnership to
ensure ils implementalion, We Tully commil Lo this, This Parlnership will wark in a spiril of
global solidarity, in particular solidarity with the poorest and with people in vulnerable
situations. It will facilitate an intensive global engagement in support of implementation of all
the Goals and targets, bringing together Governments, the private sector, civil society, the

United Nations system and other actors and mobilizing all available resources.

40. The means of implementation targets under Goal 17 and under each Sustainable
Development Goal are key to realizing our Agenda and are of equal importance with the other
Goals and targets, The Agenda, including the Sustainable Development Goals, can be met
within the framework of a revitalized Global Partnership for Sustainable Development,
supported by the concrete policies and actions as outlined in the outcome document of the
third International Conference on Financing for Development, held in Addis Ababka from 13 to
16 July 2015. We welcome the endorsement by the General Assembly of the Addis Abaha
Action Agenda, which iz an integral part of the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development. We
recognize that the full implementation of the Addis Abaha Action Agenda is critical for the

realization of the Sustainable Development Goals and targets.

41.  We recognize that each cauntry has primary responsihility for its own econormic and
social development. The new Agenda deals with the means required for implementation of
the Goals and targets. We recognhize that these will include the mobilization of financial
resources as well as capacity-building and the transfer of environmentally sound technologies
te developing countries on favourahle terms, including on concessional and preferential
terms, as mutually agreed. Public finance, both domestic and international, will play a vital
role in providing essential services and puhlic goods and in catalysing other sources of finance.
We acknowledge the role of the diverse private sector, ranging from micro-enterprises to
cooperatives to multinationals, and that of civil society organizations and philanthropic

organizations in the implementation of the new Agenda.

12.  We support the implementation of relevant strategies and programmes of action,
including the Istanbul Declaration and Programme of Action, the 51DS Accelerated Modalities
of Action (SAMOA) Pathway and the Vienna Programme of Action for Landlocked Developing
Countries for the Decade 2014-2024, and reaffirm the importance of supporting the African
Unien‘’s Agenda 2063 and the programme of the New Partnership for Africa’s Development,
all of which are integral to the new Agenda. We recognize the major challenge to the
achievemenl of durable peace and suslainable development in countries in conflicl and poslL-
conflict situations.

43. We emphasice hal inlernalional public finance plays an imporlanl role in
complementing the efforts of countries to mabilize public resourcos domestically, especially
in the pooresl and mosl vulnerable countries wilh limiled domeslLic resources, An imporlant
usc of international public finance, including official development assistance (ODA), is to



calalyse addilional resource mobilication rom olher sources, public and privale. ODA
providers reaffirm their respective comritments, including the commitment by many
developed counlries Lo achieve Lhe Largel of 0.7 per cenl of gross nalional income lor ofTicial
development assistance (ODA/GNI) ta developing countries and 0.15 per cent to 0.2 por cent

ol ABA/GNI Lo leasl developed counlries.

44. We acknowledge thi importance for international financial institutions to support, in
line wilh Ltheir mandales, Lhe policy space ol each counlry, in parlicular developing counlries.
We recommit to broadening and strengthening the voice and participation of developing
counlries including African counlries, leasl developed ¢ounlries, landlocked developing
countrics, small islond developing States and middle-income countrics — in internaticnal
economic decision-making, norm-selling and global economic governance.

45. We acknowledge also the csscntial role of national parliaments through their
enaclment af legislalion and adoplion of hudgels and Lheir role in ensuring accounlabilily lor
the effective implementation of our commitments. Governments and public institutions will
also work closely on implementalion wilh regional and local authoerilies, subregional
institutions, international institutions, academia, philanthropic corganizations, velunteer

groups and others.

46. We underline the impartant role and comparative advantage of an adequately
resourced, relevant, coherent, efficient and effective United Nations system in supporting the
achievement of the Sustainable Development Goals and sustainable development. While
stressing the importance of strengthened national ownership and leadership at the country
level, we express our support for the engoing dialogue in the Economic and Social Council on
the longer-term positioning of the United Nations development systemn in the context of this
Agenda.

Follow-up and review

17. Our Governments have the primary responsihility for follow-up and review, at the
national, regional and global levels, in relation to the progress made in implementing the
Goals and targets over the coming 15 years. To support accountahility to our citizens, we will
provide for systematic follow-up and review at the various levels, as set out in this Agenda
and the Addis Ababa Actinn Agenda. The high-level political forum under the auspices of the
General Assembly and the Economic and Social Council will have the central role in overseeing
follow-up and review at the global level.

48, Indicators are being developed to assist this work. Quality, accessible, timely and
reliable disaggregated data will he necded te help with the measurement of pregress and to
ensure that no one is left behind. Such data is key to decision-making. Data and information
[rom exisLing reporling mechanisms should e used where possible, We agree Lo inlensily our
offorts to strengthen statistical capacitics in developing countries, particularly African
counlries, leasl developed countries, landlocked developing c¢ounlries, small island
developing States and middle-income countrics. We are committed to developing broader

measures of progress Lo complement gross domeslic producl.
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A call for action to change our world

49. Scventy years ago, an carlier generation of world leaders came together to crcate the
Uniled Nalions. From Lhe ashes of war and division Lhey lashioned Lhis Greanizalion and Lhe
values of peace, dialoguc and international cooperation which underpin it. The supreme

embodimenl of Lhose values is Lhe Charler ol Lhe Uniled Nalions.

50. Today we are also taking a decision of great historic significance. We resolve to build a
better future for all people, including the millions who have been denied the chance to lead
decent, dignified and rewarding lives and te achigve their tull human potential, We can be the
first generation to succeed in ending poverty; just as we may be the last to have a chance of

saving the planet. The world will ke a ketter place in 2030 if we succeed in our objectives.

31. What we are announcing today — an Agenda for global action for the next 15 years —
is a charter for people and planet in the twenty-first century, Children and young women and
men are critical agents of change and will find in the new Goals a platform to channel their

infinite capacities for activism into the creation of a better world.

32. “We the peoples” are the celebrated opening words of the Charter of the United
Natians. Itis “we the peoples” who are embarking today on the road to 2030. Our journey will
involve Governments az well as parliaments, the United Nations system and other
internatianal institutions, local authorities, indiganous peoples, civil seciety, business and the
private sector, the scientific and academic community — and all people. Millions have already
engaged with, and will own, this Agenda. It is an Agenda of the people, by the people and for

the people — and this, we believe, will ensure its success.

33.  The future of humanity and of our planet lies in our hands. It lies also in the hands of
today’s younger generation who will pass the torch to future generations. We have mapped
the road to sustainahle development; it will be for all of us to ensure that the journey is

successful and its gains irreversible.

Sustainable Development Goals and targets

34. Tollowing an inclusive process of intergovernmental negotiations, and based on the
propasal of the Cpen Waorking Group on Sustainable Develepment Goal&,1 which includes a
chapeau contextualizing the latter, set out below are the Goals and targets which we have

agreed,

35. The 5Sustainable Development Goals and targets are integrated and indivisible, global in
nature and universally applicable, taking into account different national realities, capacities
and levels of development ond respecting national policies and priorities. Targets are defined
as aspirational and glohal, with each Government setting its own national targets guided hy
the global level of ambition but taking into account natienal circumstances. Each Government
will alsa decide how these aspirational and global targets should be incorporated into national

planning processes, policies and sLralegies. IL s imporlant Lo recognize the link belween
sustainable development and other relevant ongoing processes in the economic, social and
environmenlal lields.

56. Indeciding upon these Goals and targets, we recognize that cach country faces specific
challenges Lo achieve suslainable development, and we underscore Lhe special challenges
facing the most vulnerable countries and, in particular, African countries, least developed
counlries, landlocked developing countries and small island developing Slales, as well as Lhe
specific challenges facing the middle-incorme countrics. Countries in situations of conflict also
need special allenlion.

57. Woe recognize that bascline data for several of the targets remains unavailable, and we
call for increased supporl or strenglhening dala colleclion and capacily-building in Member
States, to develop national and global basclines where they do not yet exist. We commit to
addressing Lhis gap in dala colleclion 50 as Lo beller inform Lhe measurement of progress, in

particular for those targets below which do not have clear numerical targets.

58. We encourage ongoing ellorls by Slales in olher forums Lo address key issues which
pose potential challenges to the implementation of aur Agenda, and we respect the
independent mandates of those processes. We intend that the Agenda and its
implementation would support, and be without prejudice to, those ather pracesses and the
decisions taken therein.

53. Werecognize that there are different approaches, visions, models and tools available to
each country, in accordance with its national circumstances and priorities, to achieve
sustainable development; and we reaffirm that planet Carth and its ecosystems are our
common home and that “Mother Earth” is a common expression in @ number of countries and
ragions.

Means of implementation and the Global Partnership

60.  We reatfirm our strong commitment to the full implementation of this new Agenda. We
recognize that we will not be able to achieve our ambitious Goals and targets without a
revitalized and enhanced Global Parthership and comparably ambitious means of
implementation. The revitalized Global Partnership will facilitote on intensive global
engagement in support of implementation of all the Goals and targets, bringing together
Governments, civil society, the private sector, the United Nations systern and other actors and

maobilizing all available resources,

61. The Agenda’s Goals and targets deal with the means required to realize aur collective
ambitions, The means of implementation targets under each Sustainable Development Goal
and Goal 17, which are referred to above, are key to realizing our Agenda and are of equal
importance with the other Goals and targets. We shall accord them equal priority in our
implementation efforts and in the global indicator framework for monitoring cur progress.

62. This Agenda, including the Sustainahle Development Goals, can he met within the

framewaork of a revitalized Global Partnership for Sustainable Development, supported by the



concrele policies and aclions oullined in Lhe Addis Ababa Aclion Agenda,3 which is an inlegral
part of the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development. The Addis Ababa Action Agenda
supporls, complementls and helps Lo conlexlualice Lhe 2030 Agenda’s means ol
implementation targets. It relates to domestic public resources, domestic and internaticonal
privale business and linance, inlernalional developmenl cooperalion, inlernalional lrade as
an cngine for development, debt and debt sustainability, addressing systermic issues and

science, lechnology, innovalion and capacily-building, and dala, moniloring and lollow-up.

63. Cohesive nationally owned sostainable development strategics, supported by
inlegraled naltional linancing lrameworks, will be al Lhe heart of our elforls. We reilerale Lhat
cach country has primary responsibility for its own economic and social development and that
Lhe role ol nalional policies and development stralegies cannol be overemphasized. We will
respect cach country’s policy space and leadership to implement policies for poverty
eradication and suslainable development, while remaining consislenl wilh relevant
international rules and commitmaents. At the same time, national development offorts need
1o be supporled by an enabling inlernalional economic environmenl, including coherenl and
mutually supporting world trade, monetary and financial systems, and strengthened and
enhanced global economic governance. Processes to develop and facilitate the availability of
appropriate knowledge and technologies globally, as well as capacity-building, are alsa critical.
We commit to pursuing policy coherence and an enabling environment for sustainable
development at all levels and by all actars, and ta reinvigorating the Glohal Partnership for

Sustainable Development.

61. We support the implementation of relevant strategies and programimes of action,
including the Istanbul Declaration and Programme of Action, the 51DS Accelerated Modalities
of Action (SAMQA) Pathway and the Vienna Programme of Action for Landlocked Developing
Countries for the Decade 2014-2024, and reaffirm the importance of supporting the African
Union’s Agenda 2063 and the programme of the New Partnership for Africa’s Development,
all of which are integral to the new Agenda. We recognize the major challenge to the
achievement of durahle peace and sustainable development in countries in conflict and post-

conflict situations.

G5. We recognize that middle-income countries still face significant challenges to achieve
sustainable development, In order to ensure that achievements made to date are sustained,
efforts to address angning challenges should be strengthened through the exchange of
experiences, improved coordination, and better and focused support of the United Nations
development system, the international financial institutions, regional organizatians and other

stakehalders.

66. Weunderscore that, for all countrics, public policies and the mobilization and effective
use uf dumestic resources, underscored by the principle of national ownership, are central to
our cammon pursuit of sustainable development, including achicving the Sustainahle

¥ —he Adc’s Ababa Actinn Agenda ot tha Thi-d Irternatinnal Confarence on Finarc g “or Develoament

67. Privale husiness aclivily, investmenl and innovalion are major drivers of produclivily,
inclusive economic growth and jeb creation. We acknewledge the diversity of the private
seclor, ranging lrom micro-enlerprizes Lo cooperalives Lo mullinalionals, We ¢all upon all
businesscs to apply their creativity and innovation to solving sustainable developrment
challenges. We will Tosler a dynamic and well-Tunclioning business seclor, while prolecling
labour rights and ecnvironmental and health standards in accordance with rclevant
inlernalional slandards and agreementls and olher ongoing inilialives in Lhis regard, such as
the Guiding Principles on Business and Human Rights and the labour standards of the
International Labour Organication, the Convenlion on Lhe Righls of the Child and key

multilateral cnvironmental agreements, for partics to those agreoments.

68. Inlernalional Lrade is an engine lor inclusive economic growlh and poverly reduclion,
and cantributes to the promotion of sustainable development. We will continue to promote
a universal, rules-hased, open, Lransparent, prediclable, inclusive, non-discriminalory and
equitable multilateral trading system under the Werld Trade Qrganization, as well as
meaningful trade liberalization. We call upon all members of the World Trade Organization to
recdouble their effarts to promptly conclude the negotiations on the Doha Development
Agenda. We attach great importance to providing trade-related capacity-building for
developing countries, including African countries, least developed countries, landlocked
developing countries, small island developing States and middle-income countries, including
for the promotian of regional economic integration and interconnectivity.

69. We recognize the need to assist developing countries in attaining long-term debt
sustainahbility through coordinated policies aimed at fostering debt financing, debt relief, deht
restructuring and sound debt management, as appropriate. Many countries remain
vulnerahle to debt crises and some are in the midst of crises, including a number of least
developed countries, small island developing States and some developed countries. We
reiterate that debtors and creditors must work together to prevent and resolve unsustainahle
debt situations. Maintaining sustainable debt levels is the responsibility of the borrowing
countries; however we acknowledge that lenders also have a responsibility to lend in a way
that does not undermine a country’s debt sustainability. We will support the maintenance of
deht sustainahility of those countries that have received debt relief and achieved sustainable

debt levels,

70.  We herchy launch a Technology Facilitation Mechanism which was established by the
Addis Ababa Action Agenda in order to support the Sustainable Development Goals. | he
Technology Facilitation Mechanism will be based on a multi-stakeholder collaboration
between Member States, civil society, the private sector, the scientific community, United
Nations cntities and other stakcholders and will be carmposed of a United Nations inter-
agency task team on science, technology and innovation four the Sustainable Develupment
Goals, a collaberative multi stakeholder farum on scicnce, technolegy and innovatian for the

Sustainable Development Goals and an online platform.

The 10 representatives will be
appoinled hy Lthe Secrelary-General, for periods of Lwo years., The Lask Leam will be
open to the participation of all United Nations agencies, funds and programmes and
lhe Tunclional commissions of Lhe Economic and Social Council and it will initially be
camposed of the entitics that currently integrate the informal working group on
lechnology lacilitalion, namely, Lhe Deparlmenl of Economic and Sccial Alfairs of Lhe
Secretariat, the United Nations Fnvironment Programme, the United Nations Industrial
Development Organization, the United Nations Educational, Scientific and Cultural
Qrganizaticn, the United Nations Conference on Trade and Development, the
International Telecommunication Union, the World Intellectual Property Organization
and the Werld Bank.

The online platform will be used to establish a comprehensive mapping of, and serve
as a gateway for, information an existing science, technology and innovation initiatives,
mechanisms and programmes, within and beyond the United Nations. The online
platform will facilitate access to information, knowledge and experience, as well as best
practices and lessons learned, on science, technology and innovation facilitation
initiatives and policies. The online platform will alsp facilitate the dissemination of
relevant open access scientific publications generated worldwide. The online platform
will be developed on the hasis of an independent technical assessment which will take
into account best practices and lessons learned from other initiatives, within and
beyond the United Nations, in arder to ensure that it will complement, facilitate access
to and provide adequate information on existing science, technology and innavation

platforms, avoiding duplicatinns and enhancing synergies.

| he multi-stakeholder forum on science, technology and innovation for the Sustainable
Develnpment Goals will be con ened once a year, for a perind of two days, to discuss
science, technology and innovation cooperation around thematic areas for the
implementation of the Sustainahle Development Goals, congregating all relevant
stakeholders to actively contribute in their area of expertise, |he forum will provide a
venur: for facilitating interaction, matchrmaking and the cstablishment of networks
between relevant stakeholders and multi-stakeholder partnerships in order to identify
and examine technology needs and gaps, including on scicntific cooperation, innovation
and capacity-building, and also in order to help to facilitate development, transfer and
dissemination of relevant technologies for the Sustainable Development Goals. The

meetings of the forum will be convened by the President of the kcunomic and Social
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Council before Lhe meeling of Lhe high-level polilical farum under Lhe auspices of Lhe
Council or, alternatively, in conjunction with other forums or confercnces, as
appropriale, laking inle accounl Lhe Lheme Lo be considered and on Lhe basis of a
collaboration with the organizers of the other forums ar conferences. The mecetings of
Lhe Torum will be co-chaired by lwo Member Slales and will resull in a summary of
discussions claborated by the two co Chairs, as an input to the mecetings of the high
level polilical Torum, in Lhe conlexl of Lhe Tollow-up and review of Lhe implemenlation
of the post-2015 development agenda.

71. We rciterate that this Agonda and the Sustainable Development Goals and targets.
including Lthe means el implementalion, are universal, indivisible and inlerlinked,

Follow-up and review

72. We commit to engaging in systematic follow-up and review of the implementation of
this Agenda over the next 15 years. A robust, voluntary, offcetive, participatory, transparent
and integrated follow-up and review framework will make a vital contribution to
implementation and will help countries to maximize and track progress in implementing this

Agenda in order to enszure that no one is left behind.

73.  Operating at the national, regional and glebal levels, it will promote accountability to
our citizens, support effective international cooperation in achieving this Agenda and foster
exchanges of bost practices and mutual learning. It will mobilize support to overcome shared
challenges and identify new and emerging issues. As this is a universal Agenda, mutual trust

and understanding ameng all nations will be important.
74.  Fulluw-up and review processes at all levels will be guided by the following principles:

(a)  They will be voluntary and country led, will take into account different natienal
realities, capacities and levels of development and will respect policy space and priorities. As
national ownership is key te achieving sustainable development, the outcome from natienal-
level processes will be the foundation for reviews at the regional and global levels, given that

the glohal review will ke primarily based on national official data sources,

(b)  They will track progress in implementing the universal Goals and targets, including
the means of implementation, in all countries in a manner which respects their universal,
integrated and interrelated nature and the three dimenzions of sustainable development.

()  They will maintain a longer-term arientation, identify achievements, challenges,
gaps and critical success factors and support countries in making informed policy choices.
They will help to mobilize the necessary means of implementation and partnerships, support



lhe identilicalion of solulions and besl praclices and promole lhe coordinalion and
cffcctiveness of the international development system.

(d)  They will be open, inclusive, parlicipaleory and transparent [or all people and will
support reporting by all relevant stakeholders.

(e) They will be people-centred, gender-sensilive, respecl human righls sud have a
particular focus on the poarest, most vulnerable and those furthest behind.

(N They will build on existing plallorms and processes, where Lhese exisl, avoid
duplication and respond to national circumstances, capacities, needs and priorities. They will
evolve over Lime, laking inlo accounl emerging issues and Lhe developmenl ol new

mecthodalogics, and will minimize the reporting burden on national administrations.

(8)  They will be rigorous and based on evidence, informed hy country-led evalualions
and data which is high-quality, accessible, timely, reliable and disaggregated by income, sex,
age, race, elhnicily, migralien slalus, disakilily and geographic localion and olher
characteristics relevant in national contexts.

(h) They will require enhanced capacity-building support for developing countries,
including the strengthening of national data systems and evaluation programmes, particularly
in African countries, least developed countries. small island developing States, landlocked
developing countries and middle-income countries.

(i) They will benefit from the active support of the United Nations system and other
multilateral institutions.

75. The Goals and targets will be followed up and reviewed using a set of global indicators.
These will he complementead by indicators at the regional and national levels which will be
developed by Member States, in addition to the outcomes of work undertaken for the
development of the haselines for those targets where national and glohal baseline data does
not yet exist. | he global indicator framewaork, to be developed by the Inter-Agency and bxpert
Group aon Sustainable Development Goal Indicators, will be agreed by the Statistical
Commission by March 2016 and adopted thereafter by the Economic and Social Council and
the General Assemhly, in linc with existing mandates. This framowark will he simple yeot
robust, address all Sustainable Development Goals and targets, including for means of
implementation, and preserve the political balance, integration and amhition centained

therein.

76.  We will support developing countrics, particularly African countrics, least developed
countries, small island developing States and landlocked developing countries, in
strengthening the capacity of national statistical offices and data systems to cnsure aceess to
high-quality, timely, reliable and disaggregated data. We will prumote transparent and
accountable scaling up of appropriate publie private cooparation to exploit the contribution
to be made by 8 wide range of data, including earth ubservation and geospatial information.
while cnsuring national owncership in supporting and tracking progross.

77. We cummit to fully engage in conducting reguldar and inclusive reviews of prugress dt
the subnational, national, regional and global levels. We will draw as far as possible on the
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exisling nelwork of Tollow-up and reviev instilulions and mechanisms, Nalional reporls will
allow asscssrents of progress and identify challenges at the regional and global level. Along
wilh regional dialogues and global reviews, Lhey will inform recommendalions lor [ollow-up
atvarious levels.

National level

78. We encourage all Member States to develop as soon as practicable ambitious national
responses to the overall implementation of this Agenda. These can support the transition to
the Sustainable Develepment Geals and huild on existing planning instruments, such as
national development and sustainakle development strategies, as appropriate.

79. We alse encourage Member States to conduct regular and inclusive reviews of progress
at the national and subnational levels which are country-led and country-driven. Such reviews
should draw on contributions from indigenous peoples, civil society, the private sectar and
other stakeholders, in line with national circumstances, policies and priorities. National

parliaments as well as other institutions can also support these processes.
Regional level

80. Follow-up and review at the regichal and subregianal levels can, as appropriate, provide
useful opportunities for peer learning, including through voluntary reviews, sharing of best
practices and discussion on shared targets. We welcome in this respect the cooperation of
regional and subregional commissions and organizations. Inclusive regional processes will
draw on natipnal-level raviews and cantribute to follow-up and review at the global level,

including at the high-level political forum on sustainable development.

81. Recognizing theimpaortance of building an existing follow-up and review mechanisms at
the regional level and allowing adequate policy space. we encourage all Member States to
identify the most suitahle regional forum in which 10 engage. United Nations regional

commissions are encouraged to continue supporting Member States in this regard.
Glaobal level

B2. The high level political forum will have a central role in overseceing a network of follow
up and review processes al Lhe global level, working coherenlly wilh Lhe General Assembhly,
the Economic and Social Council and other relevant argans and forums, in accordance with
exisling mandales, IL will Tacilitale sharing ol experiences, including successes, challenges and
lessons learncd, and provide political leadership, guidance and recommendations for follow
up. IL will promole syslem-wide coherence and coordinalion of suslainable development
policies. It should ensure that the Agenda remains relevant and ambitious and should focus
on Lhe assessmenl of progress, achievemenls and challenges laced by developed and
developing countrics as well as new and emerging issues. Effective linkages will be made with
Llhe lollow-up and review arrangements of all relevanl Uniled Nalions conlerences and
procecsses, including on least developed countries, small island developing States and

landlocked developing countries,



83. Follow-up and review al Lhe high-level political Torum will be informed by an annual
progress report on the Sustainable Development Goals to be prepared by the Secretary
General in ¢ooperalion wilth the Uniled Nalionz syslem, based on Lhe global indicalor
framework and data produced by national statistical systems and information collected at the
regional level. The high-level polilical forum will also be informed by Lhe Global Sustainable
Development Report, which shall strengthen the science policy interface and could provide a
slrong evidence-based inslrumenl Lo supporl policymakers in promoling poverly eradicalion
and sustainable development. We invite the President of the Economic and Social Council to
conducl a pracess ol consullalions an Lhe scope, melhodology and (requency of Lhe glohal
report as well as its relation to the progress report, the outceme of which should be reflected
in Lhe minislevial declaralion of Lhe session of Lhe high-level polilical forum in 2016,

84. The high-level political forum, under the auspices of the Economic and Social Coundil,
shall carry oul regular veviews, in line wilh General Assermnbly resolulion 67/290 ol 9 July 2013.
Revicws will be voluntary, while encouraging reporting, and include developed and
developing counlries as well as relevanl Uniled Nalions enlilies and olher slakeholders,
including civil society and the private sector. They shall be State-led, involving ministerial and
other relevant high-level participants. They shall provide a platform for partnerships, including
through the participation of majar groups and cther relevant stakeholders.

85. Thematic reviews of progress on the Sustainable Development Goals, including cross-
cutting issues, will also take place at the high-level political forum. These will be supported by
reviews by the functional commissions of the Economic and Social Council and other
intergovernmental bodies and forums which should reflect the integrated nature of the Goals
as well as the interlinkages between them. They will engage all relevant stakeholders and,
where possible, feed into, and he aligned with, the cycle of the high-level political forum.

86. We welcome, as outlined in the Addis Ababa Action Agenda, the dedicated follow-up
and review for the financing for development autcomes as well as all the means of
implementation of the Sustainable Development Goals which is integrated with the follow-up
and review framewark of this Agenda. The intergovernmentally agreed conclusions and
recommendations of the annual kconomic and Social Council forum on financing for
development will he fed into the averall fallow-up and review of the implementation of this

Apgenda in the high-level political forum.

87. Meeting every four years under the auspices of the General Assembly, the high-level
political forum will provide high-level political puidance on the Agenda and its
implementation, identify progress and emerging challenges and maobilize further actions to
accelerate implementation. |he next high-level political forum under the auspices of the
General Assembly will be held in 2019, with the eycle of mectings thus reset, in order to

maximize ¢coherence with the quadrennial comprehensive policy review process,

88.  Woe also stress the importance of system wide strategic planning, im plermentation and
reporting in order to ensure coherent and integrated support to the implementation of the
new Agenda by the United Nations development system. The relevant governing bodies
should take action to review such support to implementation and to repurt on progress and

chstacles. We weleome the ongeing dialogue in the Ceonomic and Social Council on the
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longer-Lerm posilioning of Lhe Uniled Nalions developmenl syslem and look lorward Lo laking
action on these issucs, as appropriate.

89. The high-level political Torum will supporl participalion in lollow-up and review
processes by the major groups and other relevant stakeholders in line with resolution 67/290.
We call upon Lhose aclors Lo reporl on Lheir ¢conlribulion Lo Lhe implemenlalion ol Lhe
Agenda.

90, We requesl Lhe Secrelary-General, in consullalion wilh Member Slales, Lo prepare a
report, for consideration at the scventieth session of the General Assembly in preparation for
Lhe 2016 meeling ¢l Lhe high-level political ferum, which oullines crilical mileslones Lowards
coherent, efficient and inclusive follow-up and review at the global level. The repart should
include a proposal on Lthe organicalional arrangements [or Slale-led reviews al Lhe high-level
political forum under the auspices of the Economic and Social Council, including
recemmendalions on valunlary commaon reporling guidelines, L should clavify inslilulienal
responsihilitics and previde guidance on annual themes, on a seguence of thematic reviows,
and an oplions for periodic reviews lor Lhe high-level political forum,

91.  Wereaffirm our unwavering commitment to achieving this Agenda and utilizing it to the
full to transform our world for the better by 2030,
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
